2022 Dom Desertaux-Ferrand Bourgogne Pinot Noir, France 18 /63
first a basket of small red and black fruits (strawberry, cherry,
blackcurrant, bilberry) later evolving into cooked prune, peppery notes,
and notes of animal, underbrush, moss and mushroom. Great Balanced

2021 Santa Cruz Mtn Vineyards Pinot Noir, Clos de Madrone 18 /63
Only one chance to try this amazing local SC Mtn Pinot. Winter Storm
landslide washed the vineyard out after this initial bottling! Its bright with
red fruit and balanced by earthy undertones. crafted with smooth tannins
and bright acidity

2022 Soquel Vineyards Partners Reserve Pinot Noir, SCM 15/ NA
Elegant and refined, this Mt. Eden & Dijon clone blend delivers ripe, dark
plum and strawberry aromas, followed with sweet, creamy French oak

2021 Tin Cross Pinot Noir, Santa Cruz Mountains 17 /57
Bright spiced cherry, raspberry, and fine leather aromas. Savory flavors are
still young yet refined with some forest floor and defined tannins

2019 Kings Mountain Vineyard “Bacchus” Pinot Noir, SCM NA /99
Aromas of black cherry, sweet, toasted oak and ripe plum. Bright elegance
and firmness — KM wines are always an evolving experience in wine tasting

2020 Monte Antico Super Tuscan Red, Tuscany ltaly 11/38
85% Sangiovese, 10% Cab Sauv, %5 Merlot. Bright Cherries from the
Sangiovese, firm leather from the Cab and subtle depth of texture from the
addition of Merlot. Med body and firm structure begs for rack of lamb

2019 Altanza “Crianza” (Tempranillo), Rioja, Spain 11/39
Dry aromas of ripe cherries, plum, dried roses, and oak. Balanced palate
includes smooth tannins and a delightfully long finish

2021 Chateau Ollieux Cru Boutenac, France 14 /49
This medium-bodied southern French red is loaded with personality. It is a
blend of organically grown 10% Grenache, 45% Carignan, 25 Mourvédre,
and 20% Syrah. It offers aromas of Black cherries and leather that lead into
earthy flavors of brambly red fruit, Finish is smooth yet complex

2022 Casanova di Neri Irrosso Toscana, Tuscany ltaly 15/52
Deep and intense aromas of black cherry, bright raspberries, and fine
Italian leather. Flavors of marionberry, cherries, smooth refined tannins
and bright acidity.

2020 Hwy 9 Tempranillo, Barr Estate Vyd, Paso Robles 15/52
Bold red fruit and chocolate aromas from the warmth of Paso robles with a
touch of oak character. The flavors are bright and multi layered with fine
tannins and a very long satisfying finish.

2018 Stockwell Cellars Merlot, Regan Vineyard, SCM 16 /56
Ripe Boysenberry and plum aromas backed by smooth tannins and bright
acidity bringing flavors of cherry, chocolate, and rhubarb pie to the finish.

2020 EL Vaquero Cab Franc, Athena Vineyard, Santa Clara Valley 15/51
Bright Raspberry bramble, blueberry and a touch of bell pepper aromas.
Smooth and well balanced flavors with a wonderful depth of dark fruits

2020 Eclos Syrah Kessler-Haak Vineyard, Santa Rita Hills 15/51
Beautiful floral high tones and spice on the nose. Bright and fresh palate of
black cherry, red pomegranate, and white pepper. Tannins are delicate
and the finish is smooth and delightful

2020 Tank House Petit Verdot, Borden Ranch, Lodi 13/45
Big bold aromas of ripe plum, blackberries, deep currant, and a touch of
stewed prune. Palate stays big and flavorful with full bodied red fruits,
nicely structured tannins and just enough sediment for those who desire
that unfiltered style wine.

2021 Domaine Cristia Collection Chateauneuf-du-Pape, France 19/67
Classic terroir driven aromas showing dark cherry, rich plum, leather and
wood tailed by a wonderful spice character. Both bouquet and palate
benefit greatly from some time in the glass as complexities begin to shine!

2021 Beauregard The Lost Weekend Old Vine Red Blend 14/ 49
planted in 1888. The deep sandy soil and head trained vines provide
densely packed fruit flavors in this always rotating primary zinfandel blend

2021 Rubus Zinfandel, Old Vine, Lodi 14/ 49
Ruby red in color, with red fruit, raspberry, and spice on the nose. This wine
is medium in body, with notes of ripe cherry, cedar box, cinnamon, anise,
black pepper, and hint of smoke on the palate. It has a long, silky finish

2022 Caymus Cabernet Sauvignon, California 23/79
Sourced mostly from stone-laden vinyard sites throughout CA, Showcasing
the classic Caymus style with vanilla & chocolate notes from oak aging
coming through the long finish. A voluptuous -style wine.

2020 Santa Cruz Mtn Vineyards Cabernet Sauvignon, CA 15/52
Cocoa nibs, Cherry, coffee and burnt cedar aromas pop from the glass. The
palate is pleasant and balanced with bright to dark red fruit flavors and
smooth tannins to round out the finish. Sourced 100% from a local SCM
Vineyard site

2020 Eclos Cabernet Sauvignon, Santa Cruz Mountains 15/53
Rich and layered flavors of mocha, blackberry, and vanilla complement the
smooth tannins and lingering finish from the bold fruit character

2021 Pedroncelli Cabernet Sauvignon Block 007, Dry Creek VIly 17 /59
Single vyd Dry Creek Valley fruit is densely packed with cassis, blackberry,
brambly dark wild fruits. And a touch of chocolate and vanilla. Round but
firm tannins complement the fruit and offer a long finish to this wine

2021 Hwy 9 Winery Cabernet Sauvignon, Napa Valley 18 /65
Soft and complex aromas of blackberries, bramble and a touch of spiced
vanilla. Flavors of dark berries, cocoa, and vanilla. Very Small Production!

2008 Kings Mountain Winery Meritage, SCM NA /137
The final Meritage bottling from this tiny 1acre estate vineyard in
Woodside before grafting all vines to Pinot Noir. Our rarest offering
provides an unforgettable experience in a glass

SPARKLING WINES 5 oz / Btl
NV Brut Blanc de Blanc House Champagne 10/32
Graham Beck Sparkling Rosé, Western Cape, South Africa 14 /49

Blend of Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. Lively and fine bubbles, crushed berry
flavors accented by lavender and brioche. Lovely mouthfeel

2023 Paladin Spumante Prosecco, Italy 12 /41
pleasant flavors of peach, pear, melon, green apple, and honeysuckle.
Lower pressure during the carbonation process (also called the tank
method) means that the bubbles are lighter and frothier than in
Champagne or other traditional method sparkling wine, and less
persistent.

NV Louis Roederer Collection 243 Champagne, France NA /114
Vibrant Champagne that's fine and creamy on the palate, almost plush.
Reveals layers of ripe pear and nectarine fruit, mandarin orange peel

NV Esterlin Brut Eclat Champagne NA /98
Brut Eclat is made without ML Fermentation in order to keep the freshness
and complexity of aromas.

2022 Boen Chardonnay, Sonoma, Monterey, Santa Barbara 12/38
Butter, ripe pear, exotic fruit notes and a rich enveloping mouthfeel

2022 Morgan “Metallico” Chardonnay, Santa Lucia Highlands 13 /44
Green apple, pear, and apple blossom. The palate has ripe fruit flavors of
sweet lemon rind and quince. Light-medium body with bright acidity

2022 Sonnet Chardonnay, Tondre Grapefield, SLH 15/53
Aromas of butter cream, Pineapple, vanilla, and lemon custard. Smooth
texture with great balance of tropical fruit in the long, delightful finish

2022 Assiduous Pinot Gris, Santa Cruz County 12 /42
Aromas of crisp clean ocean, green apples, citrus and wet stone. Fresh and

Floral aromas are nicely balanced with honeysuckle & green apple
alongside traditional lemon/lime notes. Nicely balanced palate with great
acidity & salinity

2021 Vale Do Bomfim White wine blend, Douro, Portugal 10/35
Malvasia Fina, Rabigato, Viosinho, & Arinto blend. Bright, refreshing, and
crisp with hints of white flowers and citrus character. From house of Dow

2021 Windy Oaks Sauvignon Blanc, Santa Cruz County 14 /48
The grapes are sourced from a small family owned vineyard five miles from
Windy Oaks Estate at the cooler, southernmost end of the Santa Cruz
Mountains Appellation. Unlike other Sauvignon Blancs, ours is barrel aged
in neutral French oak for over a year resulting in a rich, creamy texture.

2022 Three Brooms Sauvignon Blanc, Marlborough, New Zealand 13 /46
Aromatic with Sancerre character, orange blossoms and a hint of green
cardamom that complement the core of tangerine, Meyer lemon and lime
zest on a mouthwatering frame.

2021 Big Basin Old Vine Riesling, Wirz Vineyard, Cienega Valley 14 /48
Whole cluster pressed then barrel fermented with native yeast with
minimal intervention. 11 months neutral oak and stainless aging without
fining or filtration to showcase this very special 45 plus year old vineyards
character and nuances
